Please avoid lengthy and confusing discussions. Very long sentences and subordinate

clauses might confuse the reader. Avoid them! Use foreign words only if needed.

Orotund language and exaggeration (superlatives), as well as the use of jargon or

“journalistic” language is not appropriate for your thesis. Simply put: Write in a

simple, clear, and easy to understand way.
